Associate of Arts to Bachelor of Arts in Communication

The University of Louisville offers this program in cooperation with KCTCS and KYVU.  The Bachelor of Arts in Communication is based upon research and coursework that emphasizes the rhetorical, organizational, interpersonal, and mediated contexts and perspectives which define the field of communication. These are advanced through the faculty's commitment to the scholarships of discovery, teaching, application and integration and are articulated through a 21-hour core and 15 hours of communication electives which: (1) seek to familiarize students with a range of theories, methods of inquiry, philosophies and practices of the communication discipline; (2) develop skills for analyzing, interpreting and critiquing communication problems and questions; and (3) promote the development of communication competence, especially an understanding of how taken-for-granted communication patterns create and sustain human relations.
